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Shoreline renaturalisation
Reminder: It is forbidden to mow the lawn within 10 meters of the shoreline. The renaturalisation within a five (5) meter strip of the shoreline is also mandatory.  In the past two years, many of us stopped mowing our lawn, planted trees, shrubs and other indigenous plants to conform to this new municipal law, and most importantly, to protect our lake.  Our deadline was April 8, 2010.  This summer, delinquent lakefront property owners may be fined for not conforming to this municipal law.  This fine is 200$ for first time offenders. 
Septic facilities

Full time residents are expected to have their system serviced every two years.  For part-time residents, it is required every four years. If you are a member of the APLW, you can benefit from a special offer from Sani-Laurentides.  All you need to do is to e-mail me your name and address before the targeted dates at aplw@live.ca . Healthy navigation
Boating can also have a negative impact on the health of the lake.  For the past few years, many lakefront owners complain about boats that generate a big wake.  We should avoid creating a big wake near the shores because it causes erosion and damages docks and boats.   In the shallower waters of the bays, it stirs up sediments from the bottom of the lake, the main source of food for water plants and algae. When water plants can no longer purify the water, algae takes over and creates the problems that we all have heard.  It is therefore of utmost importance that we discipline ourselves in navigating at idle speed near the shores and in the bays to avoid generating a damaging wake.
Water transparency = healthy lake

The lake water analysis done in 2009 concluded that Lake Wentworth is still healthy in the main part of the lake despite the fact that average water transparency went from 7 meters in 2008 to 6.1 meters in the summer of 2009. At this station, the trophic state of the lake is classified as oligotrophic.  At the western end of the lake, the average transparency was 4.9 meters.  At the eastern end of the lake, the average transparency was 5.4 meters.  These readings indicate that the bays are greater risks of developing environmental problems because they are now classified as oligo-mésotrophic.
Beach
The beach is the APLW private property.  We are all responsible for the cleanliness of the beach.  I wish to remind all that it is forbidden to bring pets to the beach and to leave garbage, empty bottles and cans. It is also forbidden to light bond fires.

· 500 red trout were put in the lake in April 2010.

1. Membership Fees 
· This year again, the annual fee will remain at $30.
· For the last two years, close to 80% of property owners were members of the association. It is in everyone’s interest to increase our membership for the Association to be able to afford the insurance and the maintenance of the beach, future analysis of the lake and other actions to protect it.  
Renewal

· All members who indicated an e-mail address will receive their annual mailing via Internet. It saves money for the association and a lot of time and energy for volunteer members in charge of the mailing.
· Thank you for promptly sending in your completed form and annual fees.  It saves our volunteers a lot of time.
2. Water analysis


The APLW intends to have our lake water tested to measure the level of coliforms in various parts of the lake.  The transparency of the water will continue to be measured bi-monthly at three stations in the lake, in both the eastern and the western bays and in the main part of the lake.
3. Shoreline analysis
As recommended by the Volunteer Lake Monitoring Network, the association will establish a standardized portrait of the state of shoreline properties.
